It will be noticed that the solid works here are schoolbooks, pre-
sumably accumulated for one or more of the children. There is noth-
ing to indicate any particular interest in any other form of learning
or literature, Northumberland doubtless felt it to be the proper
thing to see that his children had the polite drubbing of the day, and
in accord with his official duty Ascham makes the most of the fact as
he performs the rhetorical honors of the occasion. No doubt Soranzo
was quite correct as to Dudley’s real interests, and as to his manage-
ment of Edward.
